Seeds Need to Move

A plant starts life as a seed. When that seed grows into a plant, that plant makes new seeds. Those
seeds, t00, can grow and turn into more new plants.

But did you know that not every seed grows into a plant? To become a plant, a seed has to travel. That is
because seeds need room to grow. A seed has to be far enough away from other plants so that it gets the
sunlight and water it needs. If a seed falls to the ground too close to its parent plant, it may not grow.

Of course, wind can spread the seeds for many plants. But some plants depend on animals to move their
seeds. Those seeds are called hitchhiker seeds. They travel on something else that moves!

Many hitchhiker seeds are prickly. They have tiny rows of hooks. The hooks can stick to fur or feathers.
Hitchhiker seeds can travel for miles on an animal's body. Then they fall off or are removed. If they fall in a
place that is good for growing, the seeds will grow into plants, too!
